The installation will be accessible during the opening hours of the Folklore Museum of the
Florina Cultural Club, every Wednesday 18:00-20:00 and upon announcements.

As part of the third episode of its exhibition program titled The Palpitating Root, FANKA Florina
Art Residency collaborates with the Folklore Museum of the Florina Cultural Club, where,
starting Monday, April 20, 2026, the work A High Point for Another Division of Time (2026) by
Phantom Investigations (Ino Varvariti, Giannis Delagrammatikas), curated by Christina
Petkopoulou, will be presented. The work will inhabit the permanent exhibition space of the



museum (Megalou Alexandrou & I. Karaviti) from Monday, April 20 at 19:30 and will be
accessible to the public during its opening hours (every Wednesday 18:00-20:00).

Phantom Investigations employ a holistic perception of the world that challenges the distinction
between humans and nature in order to understand bodies of water and their behavior.
Through archival material and field research in the Florina region, they examine heterogeneous
historical circumstances and indicative events involving the diversion of river flows in the
modern history of urban centers in the Western world. Three case studies from the past are
projected into the here and now: the Great Mississippi Flood (1927), which revealed the power
of water on an unprecedented scale; the flood of the Arno River in Florence in 1966, where the
destruction of artworks highlighted the river as an agent intervening in global cultural heritage;
and finally, the flood of the Sakoulevas River on June 29, 1928, in Florina, which recorded a
traumatic event on a local scale, a disruption on its developing westernized urban identity.

The work A High Point for Another Division of Time (2026) is an installation consisting of a
sculptural object functioning as a marble inscription of a votive nature, dedicated to the historic
flood of the river that runs through the city of Florina. Archival documents, photographs, and
research material are arranged in a visual flow parallel to the flow of the museum’s permanent
exhibition, parallel to the flow of the river, which passes just a few meters away through the
city, through yet another flow within and beyond borders, dividing and reuniting, constantly
changing places and names until it ultimately converges with the unified body of water.

This cyclicality seems to be shared by the Sakoulevas River and the human and non-human
populations that have inhabited or passed through the region. Does the river overflow, or does
its channeling no longer accommodate its volume? How do we determine what constitutes a
diversion of fluidity, and how do we measure it, if not through its actual displacements? The
river’s level fluctuates, shaping the image of the city, carrying information from the surrounding
mountains, defining a point in space while also revealing a moment, an exceptionally precise
point in time. Things breathe in a collective, almost imperceptible rhythm, and the river records
it like a sensitive pulsing stylus.
